When is it OK to not go to school? 
An OK reason is one that prevents 
your child from getting to school. This 
could include: 
¶ when your child is sick or unwell 
¶ attending cultural or religious obser-
vances such as sorry time and fu-
nerals 
¶ an unavoidable natural event 
such as flood waters or a cy-
clone 
¶ an unavoidable medical appointment 
The principal decides if the reason 
given for your childôs absence is ac-
ceptable. 

It’s NOT OK to miss school if your 
child: 
¶ is celebrating a birthday 
¶ is going on a family holiday 
¶ is visiting family and friends 
¶ has slept in or had a big weekend 
¶ is looking after other children 
¶ has sport or other recreational 
activities that have not been 
approved by the school 

¶ has appointments such as hair-
cuts and minor check ups 

¶ If possible, routine medical and other 
health appointments should be made 
either before or after school, or dur-
ing the school holidays.

Children may; unknowingly or 
deliberately, share personal 
information without realising they may 
be subject to identity theft, or that 
they are leaving behind content that 
might not reflect well on them in the 
future. 

By taking an active role in talking with 
your kids about the risks and 
answering their questions or concerns 
about something that they find on the 
Internet you can help them stay safer 
online.
